Early Years Foundation Stage

The new early years foundation stage (EYFS) framework sets the standards
to make sure that children aged from birth to 5 learn and develop well and
are kept healthy and safe. There are 7 areas of learning and development:

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School Lunches

An important part of our ethos is around
the provision of hot, fresh, nutritious meals.
