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| wrote to all parents on Tuesday, following the government announcement on Monday. Much of the information that we had at the
time was very new, and there are often changes or amendments before the actual implementation. Many parents have been in contact
to ask for clarification on facemasks, particularly for secondary pupils in classrooms. This is advisory, not compulsory. We will continue
to be vigilant and remind pupils and adults to have masks on in communal areas, this has not changed, but the addition for classrooms
remains advisory. Likewise, the lateral flow tests are consent based, please can you ensure that you have completed the consent form,
for both giving and not giving consent. All secondary pupils will arrive at the times specified below so we can welcome pupils back and
have a welcome assembly before lateral flow tests and lessons. Timing reminders are below. Primary pupils will return at the normal
times.

For our Year 11 pupils, we now have had the confirmation that Year 11 will have GCSEs based on Wentre assessed gradesQdetails have
been shared in a separate letter. Having all pupils back will allow us to support the final journey into GCSEs. Some important changes
are that GCSE and A-Level results days have been moved. GCSE results day will now be on the 12t August 2021 and A-Levels on the
10™ August 2021.

Avanti Schools Trust has employed an Organisational Cultural Lead called Gopi Bloch, who will work with all the Avanti Schools. He has
already started working with a small group of Avanti Hall School parents to plan the next phases of our development. At the beginning
of the year, the school did ask for your feedback, and this supported the Trust-wide survey in November. Your voice is important in our
journey and | hope to regularly gather your views on our provision to help us make the changes that will allow our community to
thrive.
