New key stage 1 assessments in 2016 - PROVISIONAL

The new national curriculum has been taught in all local authority maintained primary schools, and academies, in England since September
2014. Those pupils who are at the end of KS1 in May 2016 will be the first to be assessed against the new national curriculum.

Following the removal of teacher assessment levels, interim teacher assessment frameworks have been provided to support teachers in
making robust and accurate judgements for pupils at the end of KS1 in 2016. The interim teacher assessment frameworks for key stage 1 are
for 2015 to 2016 only. The DfE is evaluating options for future years. No National data is available at the moment
