2. How does this make the crayon feel?
3. What does the crayon want Duncan to do?
4. How does the crayon try to persuade Duncan to use the crayon differently?
5. What could Duncan do to make the crayon happy?
6. Why is the crayon using capital letters in its writing? What emotion does it show?



Task 2: These are the emotions that the different colours are showing. Can you use one of these colours, that you find at home, to draw a picture of that crayon showing the emotion. For example: Draw a red Crayon using red colour showing that it is tired. Or, draw a green crayon using green colour to show that it is pleased. You do not need to use only crayons. Any type of colour would do. If you don’t have any colours at home, use a pencil for black or a blue or black pen from your parents or siblings.
