Science Project for half term (optional): Your project for this half term is observing leaves and then sorting them into different groups. You can collect different types of leaves from your walks outside or from your garden. Then sort them into different piles. Take a picture of the sorted leaves and explain how have you sorted them? Have you sorted them based on their different shapes, colours or size? Try doing the experiment with leaves as well and look for bubbles coming out of leaves when they breathe. Finally, design a planter by reusing a juice carton. You can upload pictures for us to see but we will not be marking this work as it is optional.
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Recycled Carton Plant Pot
Here is a simple way to reuse juice cartons that cannot normally be recycled. You will need adult help in making this.

You will need:
· Tetrapak carton (long-life fruit juice, UHT Milk cartons)
· Scissors
· White or any colour paint
· Felt tip pens or anything to decorate 
· Acrylic varnish (optional)
Instructions:
Make a hole in one of the two big sides of the carton and cut away the side. Make a few holes in the remaining big side. These will form drainage holes in the base of your pot.

Paint the pot with white paint and leave to dry. Decorate with felt pens. We drew on stars and moons but you could draw flowers or anything else you fancy. An optional coat of varnish will make the pot more hardwearing, particularly if you plan to use it outdoors.
