Reception Autumn Term Week 4 Learning Menu – Laughing Ladybirds and Busy Bees
Below is a general overview of activities for the week. Parents can use these ideas or activities to enhance home learning. We will endeavour to upload different activities and ideas each week based on our ‘topic’ learning. If your child is leaving early with their older sibling, they can also try the below activities at home. This can be used as ‘homework’ but this is not compulsory. EYFS will only begin to set compulsory homework in spring term (January onwards). 
If your child does complete/engage in any of the below activities, these do not need to be ‘handed in’, however you are more than welcome to start uploading evidence of their learning on Tapestry. If you are unsure of how to access Tapestry please ask class teachers, we will attempt to help you any way we can. 
Use the below as a ‘menu’ of learning; pick and choose what your child would like to do. Remember to keep learning fun, active and hands on! Be as creative as possible!
Focus story: Peepo
	Maths: Matching
	Literacy/ Phonics: Phase 1 phonics (developing listening skills and becoming more aware of environmental/ musical sounds)
	Topic: Based around Peepo and classroom setting

	· Matching objects in the house
· Finding pairs around the house
· Matching by shape
· Matching by size
· Matching by colour
· Matching by pattern
 (can you find different objects that have the same pattern/ size/ colour)
· Sort objects by size/ colour/ shape
· Roll a dice and see what number you land on. Can you match it with the correct quantity?
· Can you match quantity to the correct number?
· Vocab: pairs/ same/ similar/ matching/ sorting
	· Go on an environmental sound hunt. What can you hear if you are quiet? Draw/ record your findings.
· What sounds do different animals make? Can you imitate it? 
· The adult can make a sound with something in the house, can your child guess what it is?
· Have a sound hunt in the house or garden
· Explore different instruments. Do they make a loud or quiet sound?
· Use junk modelling to make your own musical instrument. Can you make a loud or quiet sound with it?
Vocab: sounds/ listening/ loud/ quiet/ outside/ inside
	· Read the story with an adult
· Look at the pictures in the story, encourage your child to create their own story/ talk to you about what is happening in the picture/ what can you see?
· Ask your child a range of what/ why/ how/ where questions
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Use Lego to create the classroom. Talk to your child about the different areas in the class/ class expectations.
· Play your own Peepo game at home (I can see something round, it is in the kitchen, I make pasta in it. I wonder what it can be?)
