Reception Autumn Term Week 5 Learning Menu – Laughing Ladybirds and Busy Bees
Below is a general overview of activities for the week. Parents can use these ideas or activities to enhance home learning. We will endeavour to upload different activities and ideas each week based on our ‘topic’ learning. If your child is leaving early with their older sibling, they can also try the below activities at home. This can be used as ‘homework’ but this is not compulsory. EYFS will only begin to set compulsory homework in spring term (January onwards). 
If your child does complete/engage in any of the below activities, these do not need to be ‘handed in’, however you are more than welcome to start uploading evidence of their learning on Tapestry. If you are unsure of how to access Tapestry please ask class teachers, we will attempt to help you any way we can. 
Use the below as a ‘menu’ of learning; pick and choose what your child would like to do. Remember to keep learning fun, active and hands on! Be as creative as possible!
Focus story: Funny Bones
	Maths: Comparing Amounts
	Topic: (Science and Communication and Language) The body/ senses/ similarities and differences
	Topic: Music and Dance

	· Select a range of objects in both hands. Can you identify which has more or less
· What does ‘less’ mean?
· Identify more and less objects (everyday objects/ you can use objects in the kitchen, etc.
· Order numbers to 10. Match number to quantity using objects. Which amount is more, and which is less? How can you tell?
· Order numbers to 20.
· How can you make two sets equal? Can you make two amounts the same/ matching?
· Vocab: more/ less/ greater than/ less than/ equal/ same
	· Draw around your body and label the body parts (verbally or written – the adult can scribe)
· Use technology to find out information about our bodies.
· What are your senses? Can you use your sense to make a list of 3 things you can see/ hear/ smell/ touch/ taste (children can talk about this or draw their answers)?
· Can you create a self-portrait? Try to use a range of media (paint/ collage/ playdough)
· Work with an adult to find a similarity and difference between you and another family member (do you both have eyes? Are you both the same size?)
Vocab: senses/ body/ facial features/ 
	· Explore a range of musical instruments. What different sounds can you make? 
· Can you make music with your body?
· Try repeating different beats/rhythms with your hands or feet. Can you make it into a pattern?
· Create your own Funny bones music/ dance. Explore a range of different movements
· Do you know the Heads, Shoulders, Knees song? Can you use instruments to add to the song?
· Use household items to make your own instrument and create a beat.
· Try some of the just dance kids dance moves. Can you imitate the moves?
