Can 
you find 3 things beginning 
with ‘t’? What other letters 
can you choose?

Each soup needs 3 ingredients 
that start with the same letter 
sound. She has already made 
the ‘t’ sound soup with toffees, 
tomatoes and toast! Can you 
think of 3 foods to put in the ‘c’ 
sound soup?
