	ENGLISH
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	Core Texts:
The Great Kapok Tree
During the half term we will be studying Narrative, Persuasive writing, Letter Writing – writing a persuasive letter

Tin Forest
Descriptive writing, persuasive information leaflet 

We will be focusing on improving our own writing through weekly planning and editing. Emphasis will continue to be placed on improving children’s comprehension skills, particularly inference and deduction. We will also be focusing heavily on spelling, punctuation and grammar (SPAG). The key areas we will be covering are listed below:

Consistent use of capital letters, full stops, question marks, exclamation marks and speech marks in writing. 
Consistent use of a range of conjunctions to join words and clauses.

Use adverbs and adverbials
Use fronted adverbials
Create compound and complex sentences
Use and punctuate direct speech
Technical vocabulary
Present Perfect and Simple Past tense

Handwriting
Increase legibility, consistency and quality of handwriting. 
Spelling
Spelling tests will take place once a week, as well as lessons to help children learn rules of suffixes and prefixes.

Spelling
All children have a spelling book where they can look, say, cover, write and check their spellings. 

	MATHS
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	Each week the children will be challenged on the key areas of Year 3 maths. The principal focus is to ensure the children become increasingly fluent with whole numbers and the four operations, including number facts and the concept of place value.
Multiplication and Division
Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3,4 and 8 multiplication tables
Write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division using the multiplication table including for two-digit numbers times one digit numbers using mental and formal written methods
Solve problems including missing number problems, involving multiplication and division
Money
 Add and subtract amounts of money to give change, using £ and p in practical contexts
Continue to be fluent in recognising the values of coins, by adding and subtracting amounts, including mixed units, and giving change using manageable amounts. They record £ and p separately. 

Statistics
Interpret and present data using bar charts, pictograms and tables
Solve one step and two step questions using information presented in scaled bar charts and pictograms and tables

Times tables
All children have a times tables book where they can find examples, practise and test themselves when learning the times tables. 

	SCIENCE
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	Autumn 2 (Continued..): Light and shadows 

· To recognise that they need light in order to see things and that dark is the absence of light 
· To notice that light is reflected from surfaces  
· To recognise that light from the sun can be dangerous and that there are ways to protect their eyes 
·  To recognise that shadows are formed when the light from a light source is blocked by an opaque object 
· To find patterns in the way that the size of shadows change.

Writing opportunities: 

· Playscript writing (light and shadow) 

Spring 1: Forces and Magnets (Part 1)

· To compare how things, move on different surfaces.
· To see that some forces need contact between two objects, but magnetic forces can act at a distance.
· To observe how magnets, attract or repel each other and attract some materials and not others.
· To compare and group some materials on the basis of whether they are attracted to a magnet and identify some magnetic materials.
· To describe magnets as having two poles.
· To predict whether two magnets will attract or repel each other, depending on which poles are facing.


Writing opportunities:
· Non-chronological report about magnets
· Creative story writing about ‘gravity’
