ENGLISH
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	Core Texts: The Magic Finger : by Roald Dahl - narrative – character and description setting, writing in the same style as the author, drama- hot seating and freeze frame.

We will be continuing focusing on improving our own writing through drafting and editing. We will be using a bi- weekly big write to work on the children’s stamina and quantity of writing; writing longer, more detailed pieces whilst building on the sentence structure , vocabulary and grammar work, they have already covered. We will continue to work from key texts developing a more comprehensive understanding of texts using greater inference skills. 

Speaking, Listening and Responding
Children will continue to work in groups of different sizes, independently and in pairs or as a whole class. Through discussions children will be encouraged to use both in spoken language and in their writing:
 
· Speak with clear diction, choose words with precision and organise what they say
· Compose sentences for writing using the correct tense
· Adopt the role of different characters and use vocabulary associated with them 
· Tell real and imagined stories using the conventions of familiar story language 
· Explain ideas and processes using language and gesture appropriately 
· Discuss similarities and differences between the different stories
· Interpret illustrations
Reading
· To find clues in the text and be able to talk about what children think
· Sequencing a story and retelling it
· Fluency in reading known and unknown text
· To infer and explain thoughts using evidence from the text
· Retrieve information from a text
· Make links to other themes and conventions 

	
MATHS
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	Each week the children will be challenged on the key areas of Year 3 maths. The principal focus is to ensure the children become increasingly fluent with reasoning, concrete, pictorial and abstract knowledge.

	SCIENCE

	We will be learning about Light for our half term Science topic. There is an emphasis on asking scientific questions, developing investigative skills, and writing up investigations. For our topic on Light, we will be learning:

· To recognise that they need light to see things and that dark is the absence of light • To notice that light is reflected from surfaces
· To recognise that light from the sun can be dangerous and that there are ways to protect their eyes
· To recognise that shadows are formed when the light from a light source is blocked by an opaque object
The principal focus of science teaching in lower Key Stage 2 is to enable pupils to broaden their scientific view of the world around them. They will do this through exploring, talking about, testing, developing ideas about everyday phenomena and the relationships between living things and familiar environments. They will begin to develop their ideas about functions, relationships, and interactions.

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Celebrating Difference

	Computing 
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	Animation
During this unit, learners will use a range of techniques to create a stop frame animation using tablets. Next, they will apply those skills to create a story-based animation. This unit will conclude with learners adding other types of media to their animation, such as music and text.

	Art
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	Pointillism
Through this Art Unit, we will learn the painting technique – Pointillism. Pointillism is a technique where fine dots of colour are applied to form patterns and images. The dots are so close together that the colours appear to blend. We will also learn about Georges Seurat who has created some of the most famous paintings using this technique. We will explore some of his famous paintings like ‘A Sunday Afternoon on the island of La Grande Jatte’. Finally, we will create our own artwork in the style of Georges Seurat.
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	Investigating our local area
In this unit children are encouraged to take a closer look at their local area as they explore different features of the community. Start by using maps to spot familiar places and give directions to and from local points of interest, then teach children the difference between physical and human features. Putting their geographical skills to the test, children will have the chance to examine services in the local area and create a survey of jobs and travel. Finally, consolidate their knowledge by asking them to evaluate their local area and provide information for visitors and tourists.

	Philosophy Religion and Ethics 
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	Communicating with the divine
Pupils will learn about the meaning of prayer. They will focus in more depth on the power and meaning of meditation (exploring the similarities and differences of chanting the Maha Mantra with chants from other traditions: Om Mane Padme Hum, Allah Hoo, Nam yo ho renghe kyo, Hail Mary) as an individual and collective practice. They will ask questions about the nature of the Divine: e.g. How can we contact Krishna? Does He listen? How do we know? This will lead to a knowing about Deities and the process of serving them in the Hindu tradition, particularly those related to Krishna in the Chaitanya tradition.

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· Revision of vowel sounds and written vowels
· Short and long vowels

	HEALTH & WELLBEING

Physical Education: Dodgeball
Children will learn how to direct the ball towards a target area and away from an opponent. Thinking about how they can use the skills, strategies, and tactics they learn to score points and outwit an opponent.


Meditation

Meditation is practised in the morning and halfway through the day to reflect on learning. Some meditation techniques will also be taught in yoga class. 

	Yoga 
In Yoga the children of Year 3 learn the postures/aasnas: Trikonasana (triangle), Utkatasana (chair pose), Naukasana (boat) and Paschimotanasa (sitting hand to feet pose). Along with this they will practise sun salutations (Surya Namaskar) which have 10 postures in total

Music
Year 3 will be working with a specialist teacher from Harrow Music Service to develop their musical skills.
