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Curriculum Information Sheet Spring 1 2021-2022
Class: Humble Hippos & Respectful Rhinos
	THEMES
	This term our learning is based around the theme of Scandinavia.


	ENGLISH
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	During the half term we will be writing Adventure stories and Diary entries. 
Key Books: Snow Queen

We will be focusing on improving our own writing through weekly planning and editing. Emphasis will continue to be placed on improving children’s comprehension skills, particularly inference and deduction. We will also be focusing heavily on spelling, punctuation and grammar (SPAG). The key areas we will be covering are listed below:

Consistent use of capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks in sentence writing. 
Consistent use of a range of conjunctions to join words and clauses.

· Introduce the idea of tenses in verbs 
· Use adverbs and adverbials
· Use fronted adverbials
· To use main and subordinate clauses
· Create compound and complex sentences including parenthesis and embedded clauses
· Use and punctuate direct and reported speech
· To use expanded noun phrases

Handwriting
Increase legibility, consistency and quality of handwriting. 
Spelling
All children will be given weekly spellings to practise and they will be tested on these (every Tuesday).

	MATHS
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	Each week the children will be challenged on the key areas of Year 4 maths. The principal focus is to ensure the children become increasingly fluent with whole numbers and the four operations, including number facts and the concept of place value and also develop a problem solving attitude towards Mathematics. 
We will be developing their skills in:

Multiplication & Division
•Multiplication tables up to 12 x 12, problem solving using distributive law. Multiplying two- and three-digit numbers by a one-digit number
•Multiplying and dividing mentally by 1 and 0
•Use of factor pairs

Measurement
· Area

Fraction
•Common equivalent fraction, hundredths, diving tenths by ten, problem solving, adding and subtracting fractions

Timetables
By the end of year 4 all children are expected to know all their tables up to 12 in preparation for their Statutory Multiplication Test in May.

	SCIENCE
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	We will be learning about States of Matter. The children will learn about the differences between solids, liquids and gases, and how different materials can change state. They will have plenty of opportunities to undertake practical experiments to help them understand the processes of evaporation and condensation, as well as expressing their understanding in a variety of ways. They will be writing an explanation text about the water cycle.

The principal focus of science teaching in lower Key Stage 2 is to enable pupils to broaden their scientific view of the world around them. They will do this through exploring, talking about, testing, developing ideas about everyday phenomena and the relationships between living things and familiar environments. They will begin to develop their ideas about functions, relationships and interactions. 


	TOPIC WORK
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	Our topic for this half term is Anglo Saxons.
What happened in Britain after the Romans left in the 5th century? The 'Anglo-Saxons, Picts and Scots' arrived. Using the mysterious burial ship at Sutton Hoo as a basis, the children will explore where the Anglo-Saxons came from, how they came to settle in Britain, who the Picts and Scots of the north were, how Christianity became the predominant religion and much, much more.

It is important that the children develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods they study. 

Throughout their history learning this half term we will be focusing on: 
· Britain’s settlement by Anglo-Saxons
· Roman withdrawal from Britain in c. AD 410 and the fall of the western Roman Empire
· Anglo-Saxon invasions, settlements and kingdoms: place names and village life 
· Christian conversion –Lindisfarne
· Resistance by Alfred the Great and Athelstan, first king of England

	PSHE
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	In PSHE, we are learning about Dreams and Goals

The children will learn:
•	How to stay motivated when doing something challenging
•	To persever whenever a situation becomes difficult
•	How to overcome and cope with disappointment
•	How to delop a positive attitude and to be resilient
•	How to help other achieve their goals
•	How to share successful experiences with others

	Art
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	Pop art – Warhol 
The children will be introduced to one of the most iconic artists of all time with this 'Warhol and the Pop Art Movement' topic. Children will explore what constitutes art and why people's opinions on what art is differ, before delving into the Pop art movement, investigating a variety of works by Warhol and other Pop art artists.


	Computing
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	Photo editing 
In this unit, pupils will consider how and why data is collected over time. Pupils will consider the senses that humans use to experience the environment and how computers can use special input devices called sensors to monitor the environment. Pupils will collect data as well as access data captured over long periods of time. They will look at data points, data sets, and logging intervals. Pupils will spend time using a computer to review and analyse data. Towards the end of the unit, pupils will pose questions and then use data loggers to automatically collect the data needed to answer those questions.



	Philosophy Religion and Ethics Education

Pupils will learn about the theology of God ‘as a personality’. Through asking the question: What is Krishna like? They will explore how different religious traditions view God (for example: Almighty, Loving, to be revered, to be feared as well as loved). Pupils will learn about the Hindu understanding of Krishna as the ultimate personality of God and particularly understand God in three places (everywhere, as personality and within). This knowledge is essential for more complex discussions in later units and year groups.


	PERFORMING ARTS
Music
Both classes are working with a specialist teacher from Harrow Music Service to develop their musical skills. 

SANSKRIT
Reading and writing: Reading Practice and building vocabulary
Conversation: Discussing how in some households, children do not use the first names of elders.
Story time: The Thirsty Crow
Song/verse: Upanishad Verse


	HEALTH & WELLBEING

Physical Education
In PE we will be focusing on gymnastics. We will plan and focus on movement and balancing sequences on various apparatus using the theme of bridges. 

Meditation
Meditation is practiced in the morning and half way through the day to reflect on learning.

Yoga
In Yoga the children of Year 4 will continue to learn the postures/aasnas: Trikonasana (triangle), Utkatasana (chair pose), Naukasana (boat) and Paschimotanasa (sitting hand to feet pose). Along with this they will practise sun salutations (Surya Namaskar) which have 10 postures in total.
