From March 2020, the global Covid-19 pandemic has led to a change in how we define some of our children’s behaviours in school and our assessment as to whether these are difficult or dangerous, particularly where a child or young person’s behaviours could cause an increased risk to their own health or the health of others.

This addendum applies until further notice.
Unless covered in this addendum, our normal behaviour policy continues to apply.
We may need to amend or add to this addendum as circumstances or official guidance changes. We will communicate any changes to staff, parents and pupils.

New rules
When pupils are in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below to keep themselves and the rest of the school community safe.
Staff will be familiar with these rules and make sure they are followed consistently.
Parents should also read the rules and ensure that their children follow the new procedures that have been put in place. Parents should contact Mrs Amy Sivadasan (DHT) or Mrs Kamaljit Dodia (SENDCo) if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them.
In accordance with the risk assessment completed the following arrangements have been included:
Altered routines for arriving or leaving the school
There will be phased entry and exit during school opening and closing times to ease congestion and to maintain social distancing

Hygiene
Pupils should be handwashing and sanitising regularly and consistently throughout the day.
Adults to remind pupils of ‘Catch It, Bin it, kill it’ to deal with Sneezing, coughing, tissues and disposal and avoiding touching their mouth, nose and eyes with hands
Social contact with peers
Pupils will be informed of who they can socialise with in school (social bubble) including at lunch and break times. It is important they stay with this group to maintain social distancing.
Pupils to keep to 2m distance when moving around the school especially when queuing or sitting in the classroom and in the playground
Use of toilets will be staggered and monitored by staff so that children are following the
social distancing rules
Pupils should not cough or spit towards any other person
Pupils should not be sharing any equipment or other items including drink bottles

What to do if children experience symptoms of coronavirus
Pupils should be informed that if they experience any COVID- related symptoms they should tell an adult in their group immediately and not to keep it to themselves.

Reasonable adjustments for pupils with more challenging behaviour
Those pupils who are experiencing issues with behaviour will be receiving support from the SENDCo and specific interventions will be offered by teaching assistants who have been specifically trained to deal with such behaviours.

Rewards and sanctions for following rules
To help encourage pupils to follow the above rules, we will continue to promote the school’s golden expectations and reinforce the importance of showing respect and empathy towards others.
However, if pupils fail to follow these rules, we will follow the sanctions applicable in the Behaviour policy. An amendment will be made to the use of yellow card as pupils would remain in their classrooms and not go into another classroom. They would be alerted to a member of senior leadership team (SLT) who would inform the parents.
Pupils will continue to report to SLT if they display Red behaviour and normal protocol will remain in place.

Mental Health and wellbeing
The past few months have been challenging for most people, and many families are likely to have experienced bereavement, loss, anxiety or other forms of trauma.  The school’s first priority is the wellbeing of all children and staff.

We should not assume that all children will return to school traumatised, but we should be alert to signs that children are feeling vulnerable.  School-based behaviours that can be symptoms of trauma include:

· A reluctance to leave their home and/or their families
· Irritability
· Aggressive behaviour
· Running away from class or hiding under tables
· Daydreaming, inattention or dissociation
· Tearfulness
· Controlling or over-permissive relationships with peers

As the key vehicle for the school’s support programme (PSHE Learning, PRE, Meditation, Prayers, Yoga and through ELSA Support) should be used more regularly whilst the school’s operation is affected by the COVID-19 pandemic.  Particularly in the early weeks, a transition programme that takes into account children’s particular circumstances is important.

We will also use resources such as; social stories, now and next cards, picture exchange communication, visual prompts in key areas such as toilets to support children in understanding the reasoning behind the new routines.

During Circle Time, a talking object should not be passed between participants due to the risk of transmission, and any games/activities should be plan with due consideration to minimising the risk of transmission (e.g. avoid games involving touching others or shared resources).

Where a child is displaying symptoms of trauma regularly, staff must use a Cause for Concern form to record this and share with the school’s Designated Safeguarding Lead (in line with the school’s Safeguarding Policy), who can then take appropriate action including seeking support where necessary.
Bullying specific to Covid-19
We understand that there have been wider national concerns with the use of Covid-19 used as a vehicle to target particular groups. We also acknowledge that children may not understand the complexities of Covid-19. In the case of Covid-19 being referred to in ways which targets specific groups, we will correct to the correct terminology. However, in the case where Covid-19 is being used to malicious target individuals then the anti-bullying policy will be employed.

Changed rules
As long as this addendum applies, we will alter the following school rules:
Attendance expectations will be adjusted in light of Government’s current requirements on
pupil attendance. However, the school will continue to push the need for punctuality to reduce unnecessary movement and the risk of virus spread

Expectations for uniform- pupils are expected to wear the appropriate school uniform. Consideration will be given to those families who are struggling to provide daily clean uniform and appropriate support will be given to these families from the Designated Safeguarding Lead.

Expectations for pupils at home
Remote learning rules
If pupils are not in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below.
Parents should also read the rules and ensure their children follow them. Parents should contact a member of the Senior Leadership Team if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them.
Pupils should adhere to the following:

Be contactable during required times – although take into account that pupils may not always be in front of a device the entire time
Complete work to the deadline set by teachers
Seek help if they need it, from teachers or teaching assistants
Alert teachers if they’re not able to complete work
Use proper online conduct, such as using appropriate language in messages
Reasonable adjustments will be put in place such as specific risk assessments for those pupils with more challenging behaviour

Dealing with problems
If there are any problems with pupils adhering to rules around remote learning, including if they don’t engage with the remote learning set for them, we will:
Follow up concerns by contacting the parents and intervening with the pupils to
remind them of expectations of use of remote learning.
Each area in the school will have an assigned member of the Senior Leadership Team to support the staff and children

  These leaders will not be part of the class “bubbles” of most of their area, and so it will be important that they maintain full social distance (2m) between themselves and the staff and children within each class) bubble at all times, unless to do so would lead to a more immediate risk of harm.  This will include responding to serious incidents.

If there is a serious incident this should lead to reflection; both staff and young person.  This should ordinarily happen within the classroom where the child is typically based, and supervised by one of their “class bubble adults”.  The Leader overseeing the phase should be informed of every incident of reflection and will need to take responsibility for recording it in the behaviour folder and communicating the incident to parents by email, letter or by phone.

If it becomes necessary to withdraw a child from class due to dangerous or disruptive behaviour, this should be referred to the Headteacher who will make a decision on the appropriate action to take.  The Headteacher must ensure that any environment a child is withdrawn to is safe and has appropriate social distancing in place, including appropriate supervision.

Note that deliberately hurtful physical actions which are likely to constitute a serious incident now need to include deliberately spitting at or coughing towards another person.

Where a serious incident is a result of a child having experienced trauma as a result of the pandemic (or beyond) consideration must be given in relation to appropriate therapeutic support.

The school will identify any reasonable adjustments that need to be made for students with more challenging behaviour.

We will review this policy as guidance from the local authority or when the Department for Education’s advice is updated, and as a minimum every half termly by the Inclusion Lead Mrs Amy Sivadasan. At every review, it will be shared with the SSC and the Trust.

Expectation for all staff to share with pupils on day one and during the phased period of opening:
· Share altered routines for arrival or departure
· Share the instructions on hygiene, such as handwashing and sanitising with pupils regularly
· Share the instructions on who pupils can socialise with at school
· Share with the pupils how they are expected to move around the school moving as per specific instructions (for example, one-way systems, out of bounds areas, queuing)
· Share expectations about sneezing, coughing, tissues and disposal (‘catch it, bin it, kill it’) and avoiding touching your mouth, nose and eyes with hands
· Inform pupils that they must inform an adult if you are experiencing symptoms of coronavirus (COVID-19)
· Share rules about sharing any equipment or other items including drinking bottles
· Share amended expectations about breaks or play times, including where children may or may not play
· Share expectations for the use of toilets
· Share clear rules about coughing or spitting at or towards any other person
· Share clear rules for pupils at home about conduct in relation to remote education
· Inform the pupils of the reward and sanction system in place
