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Avanti Court’s Overarching Curriculum Intent-

At Avanti Court, we aim to provide an experienced, values based curriculum which:

Fosters the development of students’ intellectual, moral and spiritual growth through character development, preparing them to make a valuable contribution to society so that the world becomes a better place for all.

Is as rich, inspiring and broad as possible to allow students to widen their horizons in each subject.

Provides the depth that enables students to master the key knowledge and skills essential for each subject.

Is well designed, inclusive and carefully sequenced to provide all students with a rigorous foundation for future progression.

Engenders high expectations, educational excellence and challenge in order to build students’ perseverance, resilience and self-belief.

Provides students with opportunities to take their curriculum beyond the classroom to develop their love of learning, independence and creative thinking.

Enables students to maximise their potential, achieving the highest levels of academic success leading to the widest range of pathways.

Raises students’ aspirations and equips them with the knowledge and skills to flourish in their future careers.

Supports all students to become confident, reflective with an open mind who are able to lead, persuade and challenge others through empathetic dialogue.

Unveils the possibilities of sacredness so that pupils develop a positive I attitude to life.

Mathematics-Intent

The intent of our mathematics curriculum is to design a curriculum, which is accessible to all pupils and will maximise the development of every child’s ability and academic achievement. Our aim is for our children to make rich connections across mathematical ideas to develop fluency, mathematical reasoning and competence in solving increasingly sophisticated problems.

We intend for our pupils to be able to apply their mathematical knowledge to science and other subjects. We want them to know that it is essential to everyday life, critical to science, technology and engineering, and necessary for financial literacy and most forms of employment.

As our pupil’s progress, we intend for our pupils to be able to understand to reason mathematically and develop a sense of enjoyment and curiosity about the subject.

The impact of our Mathematics curriculum is that by the end of each learning journey, the vast majority of pupils have sustained mastery of the content, that is, they show a good recall and fluency.
We follow the scheme of work: White Rose Maths Scheme Impact
Below are the milestones we aim for our children to achieve:

By the end of Early Years:

· Children will be able to count reliably with numbers from one to 20, place them in order and say which number is one more or one less than a given number.
· Using quantities and objects, they add and subtract two single-digit numbers and count on or back to find the answer.
· Solve problems, including doubling, halving and sharing

By the end of year 4, pupils should have memorised their multiplication tables up to and including the 12-multiplication table and show precision and fluency in their work.

By the end of Key stage 1:
· partition any two-digit number into different combinations of tens and ones, explaining their thinking verbally, in pictures or using apparatus
· add and subtract any 2 two-digit numbers using an efficient strategy, explaining their method verbally, in pictures or using apparatus (e.g. 48 + 35; 72 – 17)
· recall all number bonds to and within 10 and use these to reason with and calculate bonds to and within 20
· recall multiplication and division facts for 2, 5 and 10 and use them to solve simple problems, demonstrating an understanding of commutativity as necessary
· identify —1 /4 , —1 /3 , —1 /2 , —2/ 4 , —3 /4 , of a number or shape, and know that all parts must be equal parts of the whole

· read the time on a clock to the nearest 15 minutes

By the end of Key Stage 2:

Number - number and place value
· read, write, order and compare numbers up to 10,000,000 and determine the value of each digit
· round any whole number to a required degree of accuracy
· use negative numbers in context, and calculate intervals across 0
· solve number and practical problems that involve all of the above

Number - addition, subtraction, multiplication and division
· multiply multi-digit numbers up to 4 digits by a two-digit whole number using the formal written method of long multiplication
· divide numbers up to 4 digits by a two-digit whole number using the formal written method of long division, and interpret remainders as whole number remainders, fractions, or by rounding, as appropriate for the context
· perform mental calculations, including with mixed operations and large numbers
· identify common factors, common multiples and prime numbers
· solve addition, subtraction, multiplication and division multi-step problems in contexts, deciding which operations and methods to use and why

Number - Fractions (including decimals and percentages)

Pupils should be taught to:

· Compare and order fraction, use common factors to simplify fractions; use common multiples to express fractions in the same denomination
· add and subtract fractions with different denominators and mixed numbers, using the concept of equivalent fractions
· multiply simple pairs of proper fractions, writing the answer in its simplest form [for example, [image: ] × [image: ] = [image: ] ]
· divide proper fractions by whole numbers [for example, [image: ] ÷ 2 = [image: ] ]
· identify the value of each digit in numbers given to 3 decimal places and multiply and divide numbers by 10, 100 and 1,000 giving answers up to 3 decimal places
· multiply one-digit numbers with up to 2 decimal places by whole numbers
· use written division methods in cases where the answer has up to 2 decimal places
· solve problems which require answers to be rounded to specified degrees of accuracy
· recall and use equivalences between simple fractions, decimals and percentages, including in different contexts

English Curriculum-Intent


At Avanti Court Primary School, we believe that a quality English curriculum should develop children’s love of reading, writing and oracy. The foundation which underlies our children’s experiences at Avanti, and future success in life, is the development of their English language skills. We aim to equip our children with the skills, knowledge and experiences they need to use language effectively to prepare them for the next stages of their learning journeys.

Reading
We aim to develop a love of books and reading from the beginning of child’s learning journey with us and value the role of parents as partners in this vital task. Reading for pleasure is a cornerstone of our approach, with a well-stocked and well-organised book area in every classroom. At Avanti, we have an English curriculum which centres upon exposure to high quality text, builds a love for reading and provides the early experiences needed to enable every child to become a confident and avid reader. We also place a high value on developing vocabulary needed to flourish with reading in all contexts.

Children are heard reading both individually and in groups regularly. Guided Reading sessions are planned by all teachers to teach a range of techniques which enable children to comprehend, infer and deduce the meaning of what they read. Guided Reading sessions expose children to wide range of texts including fiction, non- fiction, classic and contemporary literature.

The school’s main reading scheme is ‘Oxford Reading Tree’ however this is supplemented with other scheme such as ‘Bug Club’. This is an online reading scheme which children can access both at home and school. This means that all children have the opportunity to read a wide variety of books on a structured, challenging and progressive approach. All books are book banded in order to ensure challenge and progression for all children. Reading is taught across the curriculum.

We also provide a wealth of enrichment opportunities, from hosting International Book Day each year to running a creative writing competition and inviting renowned authors into school. This ensures that our curious learners benefit from access to positive role models from the local and wider locality.

Impact

Below are the milestones we aim for children to achieve:


By the end of Early Years:
· Children will be able to read and understand simple sentences and have an understanding of what they have read.
· Children will use their phonics knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud with accuracy.
· Children will read some common irregular words.


By the end of Key Stage 1, children will be able to:
· Read accurately by blending the sounds in words that contain the graphemes taught so far, especially recognising alternative sounds for graphemes.
· Read aloud books closely matched to their improving phonic knowledge, sounding out unfamiliar words accurately, automatically and without undue hesitation.
· Develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by listening to, discussing and expressing views about a wide range of contemporary and classic poetry, stories and non-fiction at a level beyond that at which they can read independently.
· Explain and discuss their understanding of books, poems and other material, both those that they listen to and those that they read for themselves.
· Children are secure in phase 5 phonics by the end of Key Stage 1.


By the end of Key stage 2, children will be able to:


· Read easily, fluently and with good understanding.

· They develop the habit of reading widely and often, for both pleasure and information.

· Explain and discuss their understanding of what they have read, drawing inferences and justifying these with evidence

· Retrieve information from non-fiction

· Summarise main ideas, identifying key details and using quotations for illustration

· Evaluate how authors use of language, including figurative language, considering the impact on the reader
· Make comparisons within and across books.


Writing
The overarching aim for teaching writing is to promote high standards of language and literacy by equipping pupils with a strong command of the written word, and to develop their love of literature through widespread reading for enjoyment. At Avanti we recognise the importance of nurturing a culture where children take pride in their writing and are confident in penning their ideas on paper. Through writing we strive to equip children to develop ambitious vocabulary which can help them bring their ideas and writing to life. We believe each child is unique and should be encouraged to let their imagination and personality shine through in their writing.
Impact
Below are the milestones we aim for children to achieve By the end of Early Years:
· Children use their phonics knowledge to write words in ways which match their spoken sounds.
· Children to write some irregular common words.

· Children to be able to write simple sentences which can be read by themselves or others.

By the end of Key Stage 1, children will be able to:


· Learn new ways of spelling phonemes for which one or more spellings are already known, and learn some words with each spelling, including a few common homophones.
· Add suffixes to spell longer words, including –ment, –ness, –ful, –less, –ly
· Form lower-case letters of the correct size relative to one another
· Start using some of the diagonal and horizontal strokes needed to join letters and understand which letters, when adjacent to one another, are best left unjoined. Children in key stage 1 are expected to do handwriting three times per week.

· Re-read to check that their writing makes sense and that verbs to indicate time are used correctly and consistently, including verbs in the continuous form, grammar and punctuation
· Plan or saying out loud what they are going to write about
· Learn how to use both familiar and new punctuation correctly (see English Appendix 2), including full stops, capital letters, exclamation marks, question marks, commas for lists and apostrophes for contracted forms and the possessive (singular)

By the end of Key Stage 2, children will be able to:
· Write clearly, accurately and coherently, adapting their language and style in and for a range of contexts, purpose and audiences.
· Select vocabulary and grammar suited to the purpose of writing.
· Use verb tenses correctly and consistently and spell most common words from year 5 and 6 spelling lists.
· Creating atmosphere, and integrate dialogue to convey character and advance the action
· Select vocabulary and grammatical structures that reflect the level of formality
· Use a range of cohesive devices, including adverbials, within and across sentences and paragraphs
· Use a wide range of clause structures, sometimes varying their position within the sentence
· Use adverbs, preposition phrases and expanded noun phrases effectively to add detail, qualification and precision
· Use semi-colons, dashes, colons and hyphens
· Maintain legibility, fluency and speed in handwriting through choosing whether or not to join specific letters.




Philosophy, Religion and Ethics Curriculum-Intent

Our Philosophy, Religion and Ethics curriculum is unique to Avanti. Its emphasis on critical thinking and mindfulness make it ground breaking. It gives pupils opportunities to deepen their own spiritual insight, consider the world’s major religious beliefs, deepen their knowledge of the distinctive Hindu tradition, which inspires the school’s ethos and celebrate the common positive values which all faiths share.

Whilst the curriculum is rooted in the Chaitanya Hindu tradition, the intention is for pupils to learn comparatively, so that there is a dialogue about the similarities and differences across faiths and other world views, including humanist, naturalist and atheist.

Avanti schools share the same distinctive ethos, founded on three pillars: educational

excellence, character formation and spiritual insight.

The PRE curriculum upholds the principles embedded in the new National Curriculum in England by:
· ensuring opportunities for an exploration of philosophies and religions
· promoting spiritual, moral and mental well-being, and social and cultural development within the school and wider community
· presenting the practical value of faith, towards the nurture of young people who are both personally fulfilled and a blessing to the world.
As designated Hindu schools, Avanti schools aim to develop learners who:

· love learning and are deeply inspired by knowledge of and about life

· are confident, inquisitive and articulate, and strive to learn more independently

· are curious about the different descriptions of ‘reality’, including those expressed in Western and Eastern philosophies as well as religious ideologies
· whilst rooted in their own beliefs, they are able to analytically discuss and debate these in relation to those of others

· are socially responsible and exhibit a passion to achieve the very best for themselves and society.

· are good citizens, exemplars of the strong overlapping consensus across British values and the Hindu faith.

· Are highly successful yet display an awareness that their individual happiness is inextricably linked to the quality of their meaningful and positive relations with family, friends, society, the natural world, and indeed God.

· respond to the values and beliefs of all others with respect, sensitivity and discernment.

The PRE curriculum comprises deepening one’s faith in the Chaitanya Hindu tradition and/or developing a deep appreciation for this belief. It is also about learning from and about different faiths, alternative belief systems and philosophic theories and approaches to asking and answering the ‘big’ questions in life. In this journey we seek to engage not only the cerebral, but also the heart-felt, dimensions of being fully human.

The Avanti vision is to progressively foster confident, articulate, philosophically reflective, mindful, loving, and spiritually aware students who contribute meaningfully as positive, socially responsible British citizens.

Pupils will develop authentic and broad minded insight into the complexities, essences and core principles underlying the varied manifestations of religion and spirituality.
Pupils have insight of own identity, relationship with other and relationship with divine.

Implementation

Our curriculum is developed to include a Philosophy, Religion & Ethics (PRE), which although taught discretely, is intended to inform all learning throughout a pupil’s time at school. The PRE course is focused on developing seven key values. Humility is the overarching value and unifies the others, which are: empathy, courage, respect, self-discipline, gratitude and integrity. Pupils develop skills to ask big questions and explore ideas.
Included in each term is a focus festival day that unifies the values and character qualities we intend to develop. These are special celebratory days, involving planned lessons, performing arts and opportunities to perform publically. Yoga, meditation and mindfulness, Sanskrit and RE lessons contribute to the holistic education of pupils and are linked with the PRE
course. PRE is taught once a week for an hour from Year 1 to Year 6 and half hour in the EYFS.


We follow the scheme of work for PRE written by the Avanti School’s Trust aligned with the Avanti Way.


Impact
Below are the milestones we aim for children to achieve

By the end of the EYFS:
Children participate in the school prayers by listening to adults modelling. Children understand who Krishna is and who the school deities are. Children are able to recognise some of the festivals from different faiths including the faith of the school and why and how they are celebrated. Children recognise and know stories about a few of the avatars of Krishna. Children are able to retell the stories about Lord Chaitanya and Lord Jaganath fluently. Children are able to recognise holy books from different faiths. Children become familiar with some of the Krishna pastime stories. Children are aware of the deities in class and begin to form a relationship. Children visit places of worship.

By the end of Key Stage 1:
Children begin to understand the Avanti values (Empathy, Self-discipline, Gratitude, Courage, Integrity and Respect) through scenarios and stories. Children are able to define the values in simple language recognise the values portrayed by characters in stories. They will be able to relay how they can apply these values in their own lives and build positive relationships with each other and the school community. They will participate and share their knowledge about the school festivals and the importance of the festivals.

They will develop their relationship with God through worship and behaviour. Children will understand the importance of places of worship and places of pilgrimage. Children will be able to explain what sanctified food is and what it means to be a vegetarian. Children will be able to recite the school prayers independently and take part in worship of class deities. Children will begin to compare the similarities between faiths through comparative study such as, ‘food forum’ with visitors. Through their behaviour they will show their understanding of the values and begin to develop their relation with God through communication and worship.

By the end of Key Stage 2:
Children will be able to ask, discuss and debate big questions. They will be able to explain and practice communication with God through various devotional activities. Through comparative

study they will be able to explore and understand topics such as role of charity, creation and death within different faiths. They will develop tolerance of other through their behaviour and relationships with each other. Children will be able to retell the stories of Ramayan and Mahabharata and be able to explain lessons that can be learnt. Children will show a good understanding of Lord Chaitanya’s teachings. Children will begin to have an understanding about who they are and their relationship with God and the world. Children will be able to participate in prayers, worship and kirtan without prompting. They will use this to develop their relationship with the Divine.

They will also through their interactions show character formation and spiritual insight. Upper Key stage 2 children will begin to think ahead to changes and how they will find support from the values and spirituality to plan smooth transition in life and how they will become ‘good’ citizens of the world. They will be able to show their understanding of stewardship through pupil voice by helping to make changes within the school environment and the wider community.


Sanskrit-Intent

By teaching Sanskrit at Avanti, we intend to instil a love of languages in our children, engaging them to explore the histories of different cultures. We aim to teach our pupils a balance of spoken and written language which lays the foundations for learning new languages at secondary school. We encourage pupils to understand and communicate ideas, facts and feelings in speech and writing. Students are inspired to use their knowledge of phonology, grammatical structures and vocabulary.

To implement inspirational Sanskrit lessons, children will be listening attentively to the language being spoken and show understanding by joining in conversations. Speaking opportunities are built into the Sanskrit curriculum and pupils are given opportunities to explore the intricate patterns and sounds in the Sanskrit language through songs, rhymes and mantras.
Children explore and appreciate short Sanskrit stories, and verses from ancient texts.

The positive impact of learning Sanskrit is that our students will have an appreciation of the Sanskrit language which stands at the root of very many eastern and western languages, illuminating their grammar and etymology. By the time they leave Year 6, children will be able to establish the basic rules of grammar, together with precise and elegant writing of
letters. Children will be able to speak with increasing confidence and fluency finding ways of communicating what they want to say and continually improving the accuracy of their punctuation and intonation. Pupils will show appreciation and take guidance from Sanskrit literature.
Below are the milestones we aim for our children to achieve. By the end of Year 4, children will be able to:
· Introduce themselves and greet someone in Sanskrit using a formal pronoun. Use formulaic expressions for politeness and requesting assistance.

· Classify some nouns according to gender.
· Learn the Sanskrit names for family members including extended family and use precise names to indicate maternal and paternal relationships as well as status such as younger and older.
· Introduce their own family members and engage in Sanskrit conversations.
· Read and write Sanskrit Devanagari vowels.
· Use some transliteration and discuss why it is needed when transliterating from Sanskrit to English.
· Explain and discuss their understanding of some Sanskrit verses from Bhagavad Geeta and other ancient texts.

By the end of Year 6, children will be able to:
· Have an appreciation of the Sanskrit language, which stands at the root of very many eastern and western languages, illuminating their grammar and etymology.
· Practice the beautiful sounding of vowels and consonants-together with precise and elegant writing of letters.
· Recite some Sanskrit verses by heart from spiritual Sanskrit classics, followed by English transliteration and translation.
· Understand that Sanskrit serves as a medium by which the cultures of East and West are shared and explored.
· Build a Sanskrit good vocabulary and create sentences and compose short Sanskrit stories.



Modern Languages-Spanish-Intent

The intent of our Language curriculum is for all pupils to become lifelong language learners, with a love and thirst for languages, and transferable language learning skills that will extend their learning in English and other languages, and provide a gateway to the wider world.

The focus language at Avanti is Spanish, although the choice of language is secondary to the nurturing of confidence, enthusiasm and a love of languages. Implementation is through cross-curricular and positive language learning experiences, which encourage the development of practical and relatable skills, such as handing money, holidays, greetings and cultural celebrations and differences.

The impact of language learning at Avanti can be measured in the confidence and willingness that children exhibit to participate in discussions, expressing opinions and wishes coherently. Learning progresses through KS2 so that, by the time they leave Year 6, children have achieved the level of A1 on the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages: Learning, Teaching, Assessment (CEFR). For reading, this compares to a first language native Spanish speaker at Year 1 level. Children can understand sentences and frequently used expressions, can introduce themselves and others, and can ask and answer questions about personal details, and can interact in a simple way.

These skills and an appreciation of modern foreign languages ensure learners are well prepared

for the next step, progressing to B1 at Secondary school when they study for GCSE. We follow the scheme of work for Spanish written by Speakee

Impact
Below are the milestones we aim for children to achieve

By the end of Year 4 children will be able to:
· Give information about themselves and ask others for personal information;
· Understand a menu and express likes and dislikes.
· Give information about themselves and their daily lives (routines, hobbies) and ask others for information;
· Express preferences and plan a trip or outing.

By the end of Year 6 children will be able to:

· Talk about themselves, their family and friends;
· Compose and comprehend messages involving prices, time, date and location.
· Communicate routine tasks requiring a direct exchange of information on familiar and routine matters;
· Understand and reply to most frequently used expressions
· Ask and answer question, expressing opinions
· Speak in sentences developing accurate pronunciation
· Write phrases from memory and adapt these to create new sentences


Computing-Intent

We aim for our computing curriculum to equip children to know and apply skills and understanding to live in a technological world. We have a discreet timetable for the development of computing skills and promote transferable skills across subjects. We use I- Compute (scheme of work) to support the teaching, planning and assessment across all year groups. The children develop their skills, with the use of laptops and other hardware such as cameras, iPads and Bee-bots. Computing starts as early as Nursery and Reception with mouse control, keyboard skills, programming and exploring the use of buttons.

Both KS1 and KS2 use the internet to carry out research, however KS2 progress to more complex skills such as data analysis, programming and coding. This includes having opportunities through cross-curricular learning, being able to use a variety of computer software and coding programmes with an ongoing emphasis on the importance of Online Safety for all year groups through assemblies, workshops and PSHE.

The impact of our ICT curriculum will enable our children to leave school as young computer literates and be computational thinkers, particularly in terms of applying ICT to present their work in a range of ways. As well as use the knowledge to select software for example Word, PowerPoint to create a presentation for different purpose, children will become confident with using computational vocabulary and be able to use this in their everyday lives. Through the teaching of internet safety, children will become aware of the risks and consequences involved,

and will be able to seek support from the appropriate places.


We follow the scheme of work for Computing written by iCompute

Below are the milestones we aim for our children to achieve


By the end of the Early Years Foundation Stage Curriculum children should be able to:

· To interact and complete simple age appropriate computer software.

By the end of Key Stage 1 children should be able to:

· Understand and use logical reasoning to explain behaviour of simple programs.
· Use technology safely and respectfully, keeping personal information private; identify where to go for help and support when they have concerns about content or contact on the internet or other online technologies.

By the end of Key Stage 2 children should be able to:

· Design, write and debug programs using logical reasoning to explain how some simple algorithms work and to detect and correct errors in algorithms and programs.
· select, use and combine a variety of software (including internet services) on a range of digital devices to design and create a range of programs, systems and content that accomplish given goals, including collecting, analysing, evaluating and presenting data and information
· understand computer networks including the internet and the use of technology safely, such as the world wide web; and the opportunities they offer for communication and collaboration

Music-Intent

· To provide safe, memorable and inspiring musical learning experiences for all children.
· To enable children to learn and apply musical concepts within the four areas of learning: Listening and Appraising, Performing, Improvisation and Composition.
· For children to respect and appreciate a wide range of music from different locations, times. styles and cultures.
· For children to apply their skills and knowledge to make and perform music confidently to a range of audiences.
· To give children the tools they need to interpret and make sense of the music they make, listen to and engage in.
· To encourage children to develop meaningful connections to music that will continue to move and inspire them in the future.
· To nurture resilience, perseverance, self-discipline in our young musicians so that they will continue to learn and achieve throughout their life.
· To promote musical participation and active listening as a way of enhancing wellbeing and emotional health.

How we implement our Curriculum: Early Years
Music forms part of children’s development in Expressive Arts and Design within the EYFS Foundation Stage. Children in Nursery and Reception develop musically through a combination of cross-curricular teacher-led sessions and child-initiated activities. Each classroom, both indoor and outdoor, contains a music area which children have free access to. Music-making is purposeful and relevant because teachers make exciting musical links to half termly topics which are taught through weekly texts. In addition, children have a weekly singing session with our Music Lead and have many opportunities to perform throughout the year.

How we implement our Curriculum: Key Stage 1 and 2
As part of our broad and balanced provision for music, we use the ‘Charanga Music School’ scheme of work, which fully supports the National Curriculum and published Ofsted guidance. We adapt the scheme to suit the needs of our pupils and to embed links to our Creative Curriculum topics. Music lessons are taught for a minimum of half an hour a week, or teachers may choose to block this time. All pupils are taught music through a singing assembly once per week led by a music specialist
The four areas of learning are:

Listening and Appraising:
· We provide memorable and inspiring listening experiences across a diverse range of musical traditions, styles and cultures.
· We teach musical facts in a progressive way to build children’s knowledge of musical language, aspects of musical theory and music history though fun, interactive activities. We develop children’s growing understanding of the social and geographical contexts of music. We also help them to explore the ways in which sounds are structured, composed and written down.
· We facilitate discussion in which children respond to music sensitively, critically and analytically.
Singing and Performing:
· We nurture children’s vocal development through the teaching of healthy techniques such as warming up, posture and breath control.
· We teach children to play a range of world instruments musically, both tuned and untuned through practical activities and performance.
· We teach children ensemble skills such as working together towards a shared outcome, following a conductor and making a positive contribution.
Improvisation
· We allow children to explore and experiment with sound.
· We encourage children to apply their knowledge of the dimensions of music.
· We scaffold children’s learning so that they can create a new idea using the structure of a song to support them.
Composition.
· We give children opportunities to create new musical ideas individually and in groups.
· We make curriculum links to enable children to compose for different purposes.
· We enable children to capture their composition using technology, and to begin to use and interpret graphic and written notation.

We follow the scheme of work for Music written by Churunga


Below are the milestones we aim for our children to achieve:

By the end of the Early Years Foundation Stage children will be able to:
· Sing songs, make music and dance and experiment with ways of changing them.
· Take part in class, Year Group and Phase performances with enjoyment and growing confidence.
· Respond to an increasing range of music in different ways, for example, by moving their bodies or by playing percussion.
· Describe the sounds they hear using simple musical vocabulary.

By the end of Key Stage 1 children will be able to:

Listening and Appraising:
· Listen to a variety of music from different styles, traditions and times.
· Talk about their feelings towards the music and respect the opinions of others who may feel differently.
· Identify simple style indicators and different instruments used and apply basic musical language to discuss this.
· Respond to and discuss some simple dimensions of music, such as: finding the pulse, clapping a rhythm and begin to describe tempo, pitch and dynamics.
Singing and Performance:
· Sing songs and melodies within a limited pitch range and a good sense of pulse and rhythm.
· Begin to understand how to take care of their voice by warming up and breathing.
· Perform in an ensemble with increasing awareness and understanding.
· Treat a range of musical instruments with respect and learn correct techniques to play them.

Improvisation:
· Explore and sequence musical sounds within given boundaries.
· Use their voice and instruments, to improvise short patterns of rhythm and pitch within the context of a familiar song.
Composition:
· Apply their knowledge of the interrelated dimensions of music to create new musical ideas.
· Combine and sequence notes using tuned instruments.

By the end of KS2 children will be able to:

Listening and Appraising:

· Listen with concentration to a variety of music from different styles, traditions and times and place the music in its historical context.
· Identify different style indicators and different instruments and their sounds.
· Use correct musical language to describe the music they listen to and their feelings towards it.
· Discuss their ideas within a group and listen to and comment respectfully on those of others.
· Engage in the interrelated dimensions of music and discuss how these fit into the music they listen to.
Singing and Performing:
· Sing in an ensemble with the aim of producing a round sound, clear diction, control of pitch and an understanding of how parts fit together.
· Understand the importance of warming up our voices, good posture, breathing and projecting voices.
· Sing together with confidence, with increasingly difficult melody and words, sometimes in two parts.
· Have an understanding of melody, words and their importance and how to interpret a song musically.
· Sing within an appropriate vocal range with clear diction, mostly accurate tuning, control of breathing and appropriate tone.
· Understand the role of the musical leader and take on the role of musical leadership.
· Play musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression and maintaining an appropriate pulse.
Improvisation:
· Understand that when we improvise, we make up your own tune or rhythm within boundaries and that is not written down or notated.
· Create musical improvisations with voices and instruments within the context of the song being learnt.
· Improvise and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, using quality not quantity of notes.
· Create more complex rhythms and melodies and create their own rhythmic patterns that lead to melodies.
Composition: 
· Confidently create their own melodies.
· Choose, combine and organise patterns and musical ideas within musical structures and do this with understanding.
· Compose using an increasing number of notes on a tuned instrument,
· Use their voice, sounds, technology and instruments in creative ways and record the composition in any way appropriate.
· Notate music in different ways, using graphic or pictorial notation, video, ICT or with formal notation if appropriate.
· Demonstrate an understanding and use of the interrelated dimensions of music as appropriate within this context of creating and making music e.g., dynamics, pitch, rhythm, tempo, timbre.

Physical Education-Intent

By the time pupils leave Year 6 we aim our high-quality physical education curriculum to inspire all pupils to succeed and excel in sport and other physically demanding activities. It teaches core skills, such as agility, balance, coordination, teamwork and builds on these, allowing children to apply their knowledge in competitive sport both in and out of school and evaluate their performance. We provide many opportunities over the course of an extended school day for pupils to be physical in a way, which supports their health and fitness and helps to embed values such as fairness and respect. This includes football, multisport, tennis, taekwondo and dance classes.

We follow the scheme of work for Yoga written by the Avanti School’s Trust and PE is written by Val Sabine.


Below are the milestones we aim for children to achieve in PE:

By the end of the Early Years Foundation Stage pupils will be able to:
· Experiment with different resources, skills and parts of their body and develop the core fundamentals of movement; agility balance and coordination.

By the end of Key Stage one pupils will be able to:
· Extend their skills in agility and balance and coordination.
· Engage in competitive sports, which will develop their teamwork and collaboration skills. Master basic movements in running, catching and jumping and be able perform simple movement patterns.

By the end of Key Stage Two pupils will be to:

· Play competitive sports, where they will use their communicative and collaborative skills with each other.
· Show flexibility, strength, technique, control and balance.
· Self-evaluate and improve on their learning.
· Swim 25 meters using a range of strokes

Below are the milestones we aim for children to achieve in Yoga, which is part of our PE curriculum:

By the end of the Early Years Foundation Stage pupils will be able to:
· Experiment with different resources, skills and parts of their body and develop the core fundamentals of movement; agility balance and coordination.

By the end of Key Stage one pupils will be able to:
· Extend their skills in agility and balance and coordination.
· Have an understanding of breath awareness-Pranayama
· Have good transition into each posture

By the end of Key Stage Two pupils will be to:

· Show flexibility, strength, technique, control and balance.

· Self-evaluate and improve on their learning.
· Show fluent developed breathing and retention-Nadi Shodana, Ujayi and Kapalabhati breath
· Show good alignment in each pose
· Show a range of seated and standing twists
· Show a range of balances including: Navassana, Utkatasana and the half-moon balance

Impact- An active lifestyle is also promoted through our travel plan, as evidenced through our acquirement of a TFL STARS Gold award and the Healthy Schools Silver and Bronze Award.

We use lessons from the Val Sabin scheme of work as well as the use of specialised coaches to support learning and teaching. These, as well as regular attendance on PE courses and staff INSETs, support the professional development and skills of teachers. The impact of PE will be seen through pupil interviews, teacher/coach evaluations, lesson observations, data regarding active travel to and from school, attendance at clubs and from performance in competitions.


PSHE-Intent:
Through PSHE (Personal, Social, Health and Economic Education), we want young people to acquire the knowledge, understanding and skills they need to manage their lives and personal well-being.

As part of a whole school approach, PSHE will develop the qualities and attributes pupils need to thrive as individuals, family members and members of society. Our curriculum will prepare children to manage many of the most critical opportunities, challenges and responsibilities they will face growing up in such rapidly changing and challenging times. It will help them to connect and apply the knowledge and understanding they develop in all subjects to practical, real-life situations, helping them to feel safe and secure enough to fulfil their academic potential.

Pupils will learn about their human rights and how to protect them, as well as the responsibilities that they have towards themselves and others in society. They will explore similarities and differences between people and cultures and consider how to play a positive role in their community. They will learn how to maintain healthy relationships: to be a good friend, neighbour and citizen and to keep themselves safe, both in real situations and online. We will promote an understanding of healthy living, enabling children to develop good eating and exercise habits and to recognise how important these are.

We will make children aware of potential dangers and situations that might harm them, such as harmful substances and how to recognise some different forms of abuse. Our PSHE curriculum will also develop children’s awareness of emotional and mental health. We will teach children strategies for caring for their own mental health and ensure that they have the correct knowledge and skills to seek any necessary support in a safe and informed way.

Implementation:
We implement The PSHE Association Scheme, which teachers use and adapt to meet the needs of every pupil. The scheme includes the following areas of learning: Health and Wellbeing, Relationships and Living in the Wider World.

All our year groups have timetabled PSHE time. Our PSHE lessons are a safe space in which children can express their ideas. Circle time is used to listen to others and to be heard with the

help of peers, and to take into account the views of others.

Teachers facilitate discussion in which they challenge stereotypes, discrimination and misconceptions. We will promote British Values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs to prepare our pupils for life in modern day Britain.

Our citizenship lessons enable our pupils to understand the British democratic process and how to affect peaceful changes in society. We also promote a cross-curricular approach to the development of PSHE skills and understanding, encouraging children to make links within other areas of the Primary Curriculum and also to our values and ethos in a holistic approach. In addition, children are given rich and varied opportunities within the wider life of the school to apply their skills, such as taking part in and leading Collective Worship, contributing to a wide range of cultural events throughout the year and participating in Clubs and extra-curricular activities. Crucially, children are also involved in the decision making of the school. Examples are this are: representing the school as a Pupil Ambassador, being part of a democracy in our Pupil Voice Surveys and taking on a role in the school such as playground buddy.

Impact

Below are the milestones we aim for our children to achieve:

By the end of the Early Years Foundation Stage pupils will be able to:

· Share, co-operate and negotiate.
· Take into account the views and opinions of others.
· Show sensitivity to others’ needs and feelings and form positive relationships with adults and children.
· Join everyday activities and routines confidently, show resilience and take on new challenges. Engage in their learning environment through taking ownership and responsibility, and also selecting their own resources.
· Discuss their ideas confidently in a group. They form positive relationships with children and familiar adults.
· Show a developing self-awareness, and this helps them to understand some important ways to keep themselves safe and well.
· Confidently ask for help from key people and community helpers.
· Make good behaviour choices and are beginning to link these with our school values.

By the end of Key Stage 1 pupils will be able to:
· Apply their values to make informed choices that improve their physical and emotional health. Understand the impact of their choices and develop strategies to respond to the different behaviours of others.
· Show empathy to understand the effect that their behaviour has on other people and living things.
· Develop their understanding of their rights and those of others.
· Make a positive contribution to the life of the school and the wider community through teamwork, engagement and active discussion.
· Develop the ability to empathise, which helps them to understand the impact that their behaviour has on others.

· Develop a deeper understanding of the roles of people that help us in our community and the contribution that those key persons make to their safety and well-being.

KS2: By the end of KS2 pupils will be able to:
· Talk positively about their achievements.
· Show they are motivated learners that can set realistic goals and work towards these with commitment.
· Show independence developing strategies to manage risk.
· Apply the vocabulary to describe their emotions and understand that sharing their feelings is an effective way of managing them.
· Understand how to stay safe ways of sharing personal information, both in real life and online. Reflect on, select and apply strategies to maintain their physical, emotional and mental health. Children are able to reflect on their role as a citizen in their school, local community and wider world.
· Respect different kinds of relationships.
· Use some key scientific knowledge and understanding of their bodies and the ways in which they are growing and changing.
· Recognise some different forms of abuse and understand the roles of their family, teachers and professionals in keeping themselves safe.
· They are becoming increasingly aware of potentially dangerous situations and how to manage them.
· They are aware of their human rights and are developing the skills and knowledge to protect them and those of others.

Science-Intent

At Avanti Court Primary School, we recognise the importance of Science in every aspect of daily life. As one of the core subjects taught in Primary Schools, we give the teaching and learning of Science the prominence it requires. We use the National Curriculum throughout all the year groups to provide a structure and skill development for the science curriculum being taught across the school. Teachers create a positive attitude to science learning within their classrooms and reinforce an expectation that all children are capable of achieving high standards in science.

Our intention when planning and delivering the science curriculum at Avanti Court Primary School is to foster and develop our pupils’ curiosity in the subject, whilst also helping them to fulfil their potential. Moreover, we aim to prepare our pupils for life in an increasingly scientific and technological world. We intend learning in science to be through systematic investigations of the physical, chemical and biological aspects of their lives that rely mainly on first hand experiences, leading to them being equipped to answer scientific questions about the world around them. It is our intention that, through investigative science, pupils at Avanti Court Primary School will continue to deepen their respect for the natural world and all its phenomena, and increase their care and appreciation of it.

We aim to:
· develop pupils’ enjoyment and interest in science.
· develop an appreciation of its contribution to all aspects of everyday life.
· build on pupils’ curiosity in, and sense of awe at, the natural world.

· develop skills to allow pupils to explore the world around them.
· equip pupils with the skills and knowledge to use and respect the world around them: both the physical environment and the living organisms.
· use a planned range of investigations and practical activities to give pupils a greater understanding of the concepts and knowledge of science.
· introduce pupils to the language and vocabulary of science.
· develop pupils’ basic practical skills and their ability to make accurate and appropriate measurements.
· encourage open-mindedness, self-assessment, perseverance and developing the skills of all investigations – including: observing, measuring, predicting, hypothesising, experimenting, communicating, interpreting, explaining and evaluating.
· develop a respect for the materials and equipment they handle with regard to their own, and other children’s safety.
· develop pupils’ use of computing in their science studies.
· extend the learning environment for our pupils via environmental areas and the locality.
· promote a ‘healthy lifestyle’ in our pupils.

We follow the scheme of work for Science written by Collins Snap Science.

Impact
Below are the milestones we aim for our children to achieve:

By the end of EYFS, children will be able to:
(The Foundation Stage delivers science content through the ‘Understanding of the World’ strand of the EYFS curriculum.)
· explore and understand their physical environment through their five senses.
· develop skills to make simple observations of their physical world including everyday materials, animals and plants.
· develop skills to find some similarities and differences between groups of living things.
· ask simple questions about themselves and things around them.


By the end of KS1, children will be able to:
· build observational skills by looking more closely at the natural and humanly- constructed world around them.
· develop curiosity about the physical world and ask questions about what they notice.
· understand how different types of scientific enquiry are needed to answer questions, including observing changes over a period of time, noticing patterns, grouping and classifying things, carrying out simple comparative tests, and finding things out using secondary sources of information.
· use some simple scientific language to talk about what they have found out and explain their ideas in a variety of ways.
· decide how to gather and record data clearly.
· identify and classify things according to the similarities and differences they observe.
· use simple equipment efficiently.
· perform simple tests by following instructions given.

By the end of KS2, children will be able to:

· understand the five types of scientific enquiries including observing changes over time, noticing patterns, grouping and classifying things, carrying out simple comparative and fair tests and finding things out using secondary sources of information.
· Ask relevant questions and make decisions about which types of enquiries will help to answer them.
· choose the most appropriate ways to gather, record, classify and present data including the use of simple scientific language, drawing, labelled diagrams, keys, charts, graphs and tables.
· identify differences, similarities or changes related to simple scientific ideas and processes more confidently.
· make systematic and careful observations and take accurate measurements.
· draw conclusions based on their data and observations, use evidence to justify their ideas, and use their scientific knowledge and understanding to explain their findings and suggest improvements.
· Report on findings from enquiries using oral and written explanation, displays, presentations and conclusions
· Set up the right practical enquiries, comparative and fair tests depending on the question they want to investigate.
· Use straightforward scientific evidence to answer questions and support findings.


HISTORY-Intent
At Avanti Court Primary School, we shape our History curriculum to ensure it is fully inclusive to every child. Through this we aim to equip all of our children with the knowledge and skills to ‘think like a Historian’.

Our aims are to fulfil the requirements of the National Curriculum for History by providing a broad, balanced and differentiated curriculum that:
· Ensures the progressive development of Historical concepts, knowledge and skills
· Allows children to study life in the past in an exciting, engaging way
· Encompasses British Values throughout

EYFS (following the EYFS statutory curriculum)
The Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) follows the ‘Development Matters in the EYFS’ guidance which aims for all children in reception to have an ‘Understanding of the World; people and communities, the world and technology’ by the end of the academic year.

By the end of EYFS Children will be able to:
· To see and explore historical themes and content through the Understanding of the World strand of the EYFS curriculum.
· Make sense of their physical world and their community through opportunities to explore, observe and find out about people, places and time.
· Positive impressions children have of their own cultures and faiths, and those of others in their community, by sharing and celebrating a range of practices and special events.
· Know about similarities and differences between themselves and others, and among families, communities and traditions.

KS1:
In Key Stage 1 pupils will develop and awareness of the past using common words and phrases, relating to the passing of time. Pupils will learn about changes within living memory and events beyond living memory that are significant nationally and globally as well as learning about lives of significant individuals. Children will ask questions about life in the past they will choose and use parts of stories and other sources to show that they know and understand key features of past events such as: Why did the Great fire of London start?

We follow the scheme of work for History written by the Avanti Primary School adapted from the IPC scheme of work.

Impact
Below are the milestones we aim for our children to achieve:

By the end of KS1 Children will be able to:
· Have an awareness of the past, using common words and phrases relating to the passing of time.
· Know where the people and events they study fit within a chronological framework and identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods.
· Use a wide vocabulary of everyday historical terms. They should ask and answer questions, choosing and using parts of stories and other sources to show that they know and understand key features of events.
· Understand some of the ways in which we find out about the past and identify different ways in which it is represented.

 KS2:
During Key Stage 2 pupils will continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history. They will note connections, contrasts and trends over time and develop the appropriate use of historical terms. This could be delivered through pupil research, experience days and interviewing knowledgeable experts.

By the end of KS2 Children will be able to:
· continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods they study.
· note connections, contrasts and trends over time and develop the appropriate use of historical terms.
· address and sometimes devise historically valid questions about change, cause, similarity and difference, and significance.
· construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information.
· understand how our knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources.
· Understand the changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age

Impact
We will ensure that our children are equipped with historical skills and knowledge that will enable them to be ready for the curriculum at Key Stage 3 and for life as an adult in the wider world. We want our children by the time they leave Avanti Court Primary school they able to emphasis placed on analytical thinking and questioning which helps children to gain a

coherent knowledge and understanding of Britain’s past and that of the wider world and are curious to know more about the past. Through this study, pupils learn to ask perceptive questions, think critically, weigh evidence, sift arguments, and develop perspective and judgement.

GEOGRAPHY-Intent
At Avanti Court Primary School, we believe that Geography helps to provoke and answer questions about the natural and human world, encouraging children to develop a greater understanding of their world and their place in it. Our intent within Geography is for the curriculum to promote curiosity about the world for our children. We aim to equip all children with the skills to ‘think like a geographer’.

Our aims are to fulfil the requirements of the National Curriculum for Geography by:
· Ensuring the progressive development of Geographical concepts, knowledge and skills
· Provide a geographically curious environment to allow children to develop a love for Geography

EYFS:
Children will learn about geographical themes and content through Understanding of the World strand of the ETFS curriculum. This involves guiding children so that they develop a sense of their physical world, as well as their community, through opportunities to explore, observe and to find out about people, places, technology and the environment. They are assessed according to the Development Matters targets.

We follow the scheme of work for Geography is written by the Avanti Primary School adapted from the IPC scheme of work.

Impact
Below are the milestones we aim for our children to achieve:

By the end of EYFS Children will be able to:
· Use appropriate words, e.g. ‘town’, ‘village’, ‘road’, ‘path’, ‘house’, ‘flat’, ’temple’ and ‘synagogue’, to help children make distinctions in their observations.
· Help children to find out about the environment by talking to people, examining photographs and simple maps and visiting local places.
· Encourage children to express opinions on natural and built environments and give opportunities for them to hear different points of view on the quality of the environment.
· Encourage the use of words that help children to express opinions, e.g. ‘busy’, ‘quiet’ and ‘pollution’.
· Use correct terms so that, e.g. children will enjoy naming a chrysalis if the practitioner uses its correct name.
· Pose carefully framed open-ended questions, such as “How can we…?” or “What would happen if…?”
· Children know about similarities and differences in relation to places, objects, materials and living things. They talk about the features of their own immediate environment and how environments might vary from one another

KS1:

During Key Stage 1 pupils will investigate their local area and a contrasting area in the UK or abroad, finding out about the environment in both areas and the people who live there. They will also begin to learn about the wider world. They will carry out geographical enquiry inside and outside of the classroom. In doing this, pupils will ask geographical questions about people, places and the environment, using geographical skills and resources such as maps and photographs.

By the end of KS1 Children will be able to:
· Pupils should develop knowledge about the world, the United Kingdom and their locality.
· They should understand basic subject-specific vocabulary relating to human and physical geography
· begin to use geographical skills, including first-hand observation, to enhance their locational awareness.

By the end of KS2 Children will be able to:

· Pupils should extend their knowledge and understanding beyond the local area to include the United Kingdom and Europe, North and South America.
· This will include the location and characteristics of a range of the world’s most significant human and physical features.
· They should develop their use of geographical knowledge, understanding and skills to enhance their locational and place knowledge


Art & Design Technology-Intent
We believe Art and Design Technology are vital parts of a broad and balanced curriculum. All staff are encouraged to utilise Art and Design Technology in rich and positive ways. Art and Design gives children the opportunity to present their sense of vision through observation, experimentation and illustration.

In Design Technology children are taught to use tools correctly and safely to combine their designing and making skills alongside their knowledge and understanding in order to construct products that satisfy needs and challenges.

Children are encouraged to critically evaluate their own work and that of others in order to learn from their experiences. We are very proud of our Art and Design Technology work at Avanti court Primary School.

Children are given the opportunity to study the work and techniques of a range of diverse artists and research art forms from other cultures. Manipulative skills are developed as well as an awareness of colour, texture, design and dimension. Children study the work and techniques of a range of diverse artists and research art forms from other cultures. Art is taught through cross-curricular links through our progressive schemes of work and themed annual ‘arts week’. Children present their efforts in our annual exhibition in the summer term.


Impact
Below are the milestones we aim for our children to achieve:

By the end of EYFS pupils will be able to:

· Use a range of media to share their ideas, experiences and imagination.
· Use equipment safely and confidently such as scissors, glue, paint brushes etc.
· Design products and make products using a range of tools and equipment, selecting materials and components

By the end of Key Stage 1 pupils will be able to:
· Use a range of materials creatively in line with the work of a range of artists.
· Use a wide range of art and design technology techniques in using colour, pattern, techniques, lines, shapes, forma and space.
· Use research and develop design criteria to inform designs
· Generate, develop, model and communicate their ideas through talking, drawing and through information technology
· Explore and evaluate a range of existing products
· Build structures and use mechanisms

· Use a range of tools and equipment to perform practical tasks.
· Understand where food comes from and prepare dishes.

By the end of Key Stage 2 pupils will be able to:
· Develop their techniques including their control and use of materials.
· Improve their mastery of art and design technology techniques with a range of materials.
· Select and use a wider range of components and materials
· Investigate and analyse products.
· Evaluate ideas and products and understand how events and individuals have helped shape the world.
· Explore complex structures and use mechanical systems and electrical systems in products.
· Apply the principles of a healthy diet and prepare and cook a variety of dishes.
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
