Dear parents

I often reflect on how quickly time is passing within the school year and it is no different this year as we enter the summer term of our second year.

However this new  term were not able to welcome students back into the building as we would normally, something we have all missed a great deal . However, we were able to welcome them  remotely – through tutor morning messages, discussions about Easter holiday activities  and new remote learning tasks.

I know from my own children the return to a routine can be very welcome for children and the sense of achievement they have form completion and submitting work is a very powerful motivator.  Routine is an important stabiliser in all our lives, especially when some many other things are out of our control. Often the most straightforward of ideas, setting daily tasks, planning exercise and breaks, scheduling a range of activities are the most effective. We are very grateful for the support you are giving and are mindful of the demands on families currently. We will continue to review our practice and refine moving forward so that we provide a sustainable, effective model of remote learning that works for all.
