Below are activities that can be done over the holidays and continued throughout the term. These are ideas to support and consolidate previous learning.
Maths: 
· Practise adding 2 sets of numbers/ objects. Create simple number sentences. 
· Recap money and go shopping with an adult. See if you can select the correct coins/ notes to buy items.
· Play ‘shop’ at home.
· Revise days of the week and months of the year (songs on YouTube to support).
· Practise time; recognising o’ clock and half past.
Literacy: 
· Describe your favourite animal.
· Visit the library and read a range of animal stories.
· Continue to revise phase 2/ 3 sounds and High Frequency Words and Tricky Words.
· Use sounds to write words/ captions/ sentences.
Understanding the world:
· Celebrate Valentine’s Day with your family; write cards for family members, etc.
· Find similarities and differences between traditions and cultures.
· Find Similarities and differences between animals and places
Physical Development
· See if you can use chop sticks to eat your food.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Practise bouncing/ throwing and catching a ball.
Expressive Arts and Design:
· Use junk modelling/collage/paint, etc., to make an animal habitat. Bring it in to help us decorate our new animal Role Play area.
