Class: Humble Hippos & Respectful Rhinos
	THEMES
	This term our learning is based around the theme of Scandinavia  

	ENGLISH
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	During the half term we will be studying: Play scripts, Narrative, Newspaper Reports, Diary writing, and non-chronological reports

Key Books: The Snow Queen

We will be using a weekly big write to work on the children’s stamina and quantity of writing; writing longer, more detailed pieces whilst building on the sentence structure and grammar work they have already covered. We will begin to look at the progressive and perfect past and present tense and will continue to work from key texts developing a more comprehensive understanding of texts using greater inference skills.

· Introduce the idea of tenses in verbs 
· Suffixes and prefixes
· Perfect and progressive past and present tense.
· First and Third person.
· Extended clause including: embedded clauses, subordinate clauses, conjunctions and fronted adverbial phrases.

Handwriting
Increase legibility, consistency and quality of handwriting. 
Spelling
We will be issuing stand-alone lessons in class time to work on the children’s spellings.

	MATHS
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	Each week the children will be challenged on the key areas of Year 4 maths. The principal focus is to ensure the children become increasingly fluent with whole numbers and the four operations, including number facts and the concept of place value and also develop a problem solving attitude towards Mathematics. 
We will be developing their skills in fractions and decimals.  

Timetables
By the end of year 4 all children are expected to know all their tables up to 12. 

	SCIENCE

	We will be learning about States of Matter for our half term Science topic. There is an emphasis on asking scientific questions, developing investigative skills and writing up investigations. For our topic on Sound we will be learning:

· How the bonds in different States of Matter work.
· How solids, liquids, and gasses change.
· How solids, liquids, and gasses can be used and seen in everyday life.

The principal focus of science teaching in lower Key Stage 2 is to enable pupils to broaden their scientific view of the world around them. They will do this through exploring, talking about, testing, developing ideas about everyday phenomena and the relationships between living things and familiar environments. They will begin to develop their ideas about functions, relationships and interactions. 

	TOPIC WORK
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	Our Topic will be Scandinavia and this will cover, Sculpture, Vikings, and Scandinavia in general
· In History we will be learning about the ancient Vikings – looking at how they came to be in Britain and the changes they made to everyday life.
· In Geography we will be looking at the Scandinavia – exploring the climate and everyday life and comparing it to Britain.
· In Art we will look at sculpture and exploring the art work of Henry Moore.
· In Design we will be looking at creating our own sculpture; looking at the  influences from across our topic.
· In computing, iData introduces children to the concept of data being represented digitally on computers. They will begin to understand that data is represented using numbers. They will also learn how data is stored and manipulated using databases.
	









	Philosophy Religion and Ethics Education

Focus: CHAITANYA MAHAPRABHU

Pupils will learn about the life of Sri Chaitanya Mahaprabhu. Through acting and retelling stories, pupils will be able to explain the historical and religious significance of His life. They will also begin to understand that Chaitanya is a manifestation of Krishna in the mood of Radha Rani (this means that Krishna wanted to understand what it felt like to be his ultimate devotee, Radha Rani and so appeared on earth in the mood of Her). Pupils will also need to understand stories related to Lord Jagannatha and the Ratha Yatra festival in which the principle of longing to see the Divine is present. This is a key theological principle of the Gaudiya Vaishnava faith and must be emphasized here and understood well to support later units.

	PERFORMING ARTS
Music
Year 4 are working with a specialist teacher from Harrow Music Service to develop their musical skills. This half term we will be looking at playing the ukulele.
Drama
The Humble Hippos are working with performing arts company called ARTIS to developing their drama skills.

Reading and writing: Forming words with Diphthongs Vowel signs
Conversation: Identify verb endings for third person singular. 
Compose two word sentences with pronoun or noun and verb.

	HEALTH & WELLBEING

Physical Education
In PE we are focusing on movement in the form of gymnastics. We will be looking at how to safely perform forward rolls and how to transition over and around apparatus.

Meditation
Meditation is practiced in the morning and half way through the day to reflect on learning.

Yoga
This term year will be working in pairs to practise asana with partners. This is a great method for peer assessing and also being able to work together, children will aim to develop their own asana and yoga sequence. We will continue with pranayama and Dhyaan (meditation) practise towards the end of the lesson.
