To comply with these laws, we only process
personal information as far as is necessary to meet those obligations. We also process some
of the information described in this privacy notice to carry out public tasks vested in us to
effectively manage the MAT.

In limited circumstances, we will obtain your consent; for example, if we want to place
photographs of pupils on our website, in the newspaper or on social media. Even if you
consent to us collecting and using personal information, you have a right to withdraw your
consent at any time.

Some types of pupil information are regarded as more sensitive under the GDPR and referred
to as being a ‘special category’ of personal information. This could include information which
we collect for safeguarding or SEN purposes. Where we process this type of personal
information, it will often be processed for reasons of substantial public interest such as
safeguarding or to comply with statutory requirements.

Withdrawal of consent

Where we are processing your personal data with your consent, you have the right to
withdraw your consent at any time. If you change your mind, or you are unhappy with our
use of your personal data, please let us know by contacting the School’s Business Support
Manager.

Youth support services
Pupils aged 13+

Once our pupils reach the age of 13, we also pass pupil information to our local authority and
/ or provider of youth support services as they have responsibilities in relation to the
education or training of 13-19 year olds under section 507B of the Education Act 1996.

This enables them to provide services as follows:

e youth support services
e careers advisers

The information shared is limited to the child’s name, address and date of birth. However
where a parent or guardian provides their consent, other information relevant to the
provision of youth support services will be shared. This right is transferred to the child / pupil
once they reach the age 16.

Data is securely transferred to the youth support service and is stored in accordance with our
retention policy.

Pupils aged 16+

We will also share certain information about pupils aged 16+ with our local authority and / or
provider of youth support services as they have responsibilities in relation to the education
or training of 13-19 year olds under section 507B of the Education Act 1996.
This enables them to provide services as follows:

e post-16 education and training providers

e youth support services
e careers advisers

Data is securely transferred to the youth support service and is stored in accordance with our



retention policy.
